The Poly-Universe game can be illustrated very well with scales. At first, it can be done on a table,
on a plane, when we place the shapes in one pan of the scales and the static image of the number
of pieces (dice number dial) or the number itself in the other pan.

The scales can be used to play and learn with children, teaching them to perceive weight, make
sensory and objective comparisons, understand quantity, more or less, tallying, and then learning
to count.
